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ADDENDUM TO RENTERS’ AGREEMENT: LONG-TERM RENTAL PERIODS
The following terms and conditions shall apply to all continuous rental periods in excess of 10 hours’ flight time or involving a landing at a destination more than 500 nm from HWD:

1.) Prior to initiation of the rental period, renter agrees to leave a deposit in the amount of 50% of the projected rental fee. Renter agrees to leave a current credit card on file with California Airways prior to departure. The 50% deposit may be left in the form of a credit card authorization, cash, or a cashier’s check. Personal checks will be accepted, but California Airways reserves the right to ensure clearance of the personal check before the renter’s departure.

2.) Prior to initiation of the rental period, California Airways will inform the renter of any routine maintenance that must be performed on the aircraft during the rental period. This will normally be limited to oil and filter changes at specified hourly intervals. If an oil change or other routine maintenance is expected to be required during the time that the renter has the airplane, renter agrees to have the maintenance performed at a maintenance location convenient to the renter, within a period of no more than five (5) hours after the maintenance is due. Renter agrees to keep all receipts for maintenance work performed and return said receipts to California Airways.
3.) California Airways will make its best efforts to supply the renter with an adequate supply of engine oil for the forecasted rental period. If the aircraft requires more oil, renter agrees to purchase the proper grade of engine oil at the appropriate time from a convenient FBO. California Airways will reimburse the renter for any oil charges incurred. A proper receipt is required for reimbursement.
4.) Renter agrees to pay all routine maintenance charges that may be required during the course of the rental period.  California Airways will reimburse the renter for such expenses upon return of the aircraft to HWD. Reimbursement will be issued either by check, credit card, or a credit against the renter’s account. No reimbursement will be issued without a proper receipt from a certified mechanic for the work performed.

5.) In the event of unexpected maintenance issues that do not affect the aircraft’s airworthiness, renter agrees to contact California Airways as soon as practical and inform California Airways management of the issue. California Airways management reserves the right to decide whether the item in question must be fixed, or whether maintenance will be deferred until the aircraft returns to HWD. If there is any disagreement as to the necessity of a certain piece of equipment, renters should refer to 14 CFR 91.213(d) and 14 CFR 91.205 (b). If an inoperative piece of equipment is not listed in 14 CFR 91.205(b) and is not otherwise required to be operative by any applicable part of the Code of Federal Regulations, the equipment in question shall not be considered to affect airworthiness.

6.) In the event of unexpected maintenance issues that render the aircraft unairworthy in accordance with the Code of Federal Regulations, renter agrees to contact California Airways as soon as practical and inform California Airways management of the issue. California Airways reserves the right to decide how the situation shall be dealt with. Possibilities include:

a. California Airways will contract a mechanic (at or nearby the airport where the aircraft is located) to perform necessary maintenance, so that the renter may continue his/her flight as soon as practical.

b. California Airways will send a mechanic from HWD to the aircraft’s location to perform necessary maintenance.

c. In the event of a major maintenance issue that grounds the aircraft and requires a long-term repair at that site, California Airways may request that the renter return to HWD at their own cost. If the cost of a coach-class airline ticket from the renter’s location back to the San Francisco Bay Area exceeds the cost of the flight time and estimated fuel costs that the renter would expect to incur by flying the rental aircraft back to HWD, California Airways will reimburse the renter for the difference in cost. Determination of the expected flight time and fuel costs shall be at the discretion of California Airways, using current fuel prices and the applicable hourly rental rate for the aircraft in question. For example: If the aircraft breaks down and cannot be fixed within a reasonable time, and the renter spends $300 on a one-way airline ticket to return to the Bay Area, California Airways will look at the cost the renter would normally expect to pay to fly the aircraft back to Hayward. If the cost of that flight would be $250, California Airways will reimburse the renter for the $50 difference.

7.) Except in the event of an emergency or urgency condition, renter agrees to land the aircraft only at airports with maintenance facilities. If renter intentionally lands the aircraft at an airport without maintenance facilities, and the airplane suffers an equipment failure that renders it unairworthy, renter will be responsible for any and all costs associated with ferrying the aircraft to the nearest suitable maintenance facility, or for the extra costs associated with bringing a qualified mechanic to the aircraft’s location so that repairs may be made. Such costs will not be reimbursed by California Airways.
8.) Renter agrees to return the aircraft in good condition to Hayward Airport at the conclusion of the rental period. If the renter leaves the aircraft at any other airport without the express consent of California Airways, renter shall be held liable for all costs associated with returning the aircraft to Hayward. 

9.) By signing this document, renter agrees to abide by the terms and conditions set forth in this document, in addition to the terms and conditions set forth in the California Airways’ Club Rules and New Pilot Application documents.
