PACKAGE TRAINING PROGRAM POLICIES: Page 1 of 3

14 CFR Part 61 customers

· All package deals must be paid in full before training begins.

· All flight times are calculated in Hobbs meter hours. If the aircraft’s Hobbs meter is inoperative, Hobbs time shall be assumed to equal 1.2 multiplied by the recorded tach time for that flight.

· Pilots who purchase package deals are exempt from club dues (regularly $20/month) for the first 3 months of their training or until the package program is completed, whichever comes first.

· Package prices do not include any materials or services not specifically listed in the package details. 

· No guarantee is offered or implied regarding the ability of any student to pass any required FAA practical test or written test, or be endorsed for solo flight privileges, after the completion of the flight and ground training detailed in any training package. Determination of any student’s readiness for an FAA practical or written test, or for solo flight privileges is solely at the discretion of the student’s flight instructor. In the event of a dispute, the Chief Flight Instructor may be consulted. The Chief Flight Instructor’s decision will be final.

· If additional training is necessary above and beyond the quoted package times, additional flight time may be purchased at the regular rental rate. 

· Students who elect to purchase additional flight time and/or instructional time will be given a special discount on flight instruction. Instead of the normal rate of $40/hr, students who have completed their training package and wish to purchase additional instructional time will be offered flight and/or ground instruction at a rate of $30/hr.

· In the unlikely event that a student fails an FAA practical test after completing the training package and completing any and all additional training requirements specified by his/her instructor, the student will be offered the use of the aircraft for a second practical test at a $12/hr discount off the current published hourly ‘dry’ rental rates for that aircraft. However, the student will be required to purchase additional flight time and/or flight/ground instruction in order to address the areas where he/she was shown to be deficient on the practical test. This additional time will be charged at the normal aircraft rental rate, but the student will be charged only $30/hr for additional flight and ground instruction. The duration of this additional training will be at the discretion of the student’s flight instructor, whose decision is final.

· California Airways, Inc. reserves the right to terminate any training program at any time for any reason. If the training course is terminated at California Airways’ initiative, the student will not be eligible for a refund in any manner, and all outstanding debts against California Airways will come due at the time of termination. In the event of a dispute, the decision of the Chief Flight Instructor shall be final.

· All package training programs must be completed within one (1) calendar year of the first training flight. If a student does not complete a training program within one calendar year, that student’s training will be terminated. No refund of any amount will be given.

· The student may terminate his/her training program at any time, for any reason. If the student terminates his/her training program, the student will not be eligible for a refund of their flight training, or any money that is currently on account. All outstanding debts against California Airways will also come due at the time the student terminates their training.

(Multi-engine time-building packages only): 

· Pilots who purchase multi-engine time-building packages must complete our insurance checkout requirements before renting the aircraft solo. These requirements are:

· Beech Duchess: 2-hour checkout for pilots who have at least 100 hours of total time and at least 8 hours of Duchess time. Pilots who do not meet these requirements must complete a 5-hour checkout at additional cost. In no case may any pilot rent a Duchess solo without having at least 10 hours of total multi-engine time and 100 hours of total flight time.

· Pilots who choose either the 10-hour or 25-hour multi-engine time building package, who meet the requirements stated above for a 2-hour minimum checkout, will be given 2 hours of dual instruction towards the checkout, as part of their package deal.

· Pilots who do not meet these requirements, but who have chosen the 25-hour multi-engine time building package, will still be given 2 free hours of dual instruction, but will be required to complete a 10-hour checkout in the aircraft. The additional 8 hours of dual instruction will be charged at the discounted rate of $30/hr.

· Rates for multi-engine time-building packages are quoted for single pilots. If a pilot wishes to split the cost of the time-building package with another qualified multi-engine pilot, both pilots must have completed a flight checkout from authorized California Airways instructor(s), prior to the commencement of such flights. In any dual-pilot operation, both pilots must meet the stated insurance requirements applicable to solo rental of the aircraft. No exceptions will be made to this policy.
