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PART 141 TRAINING COURSE POLICIES

· All training courses must be paid in full before training begins, unless arrangements are made for installment payments. In the event of an installment arrangement being made, no less than one-third (33.3%) of the total course cost must be paid prior to the customer receiving any services.

· All flight times are calculated in Hobbs meter hours. If the aircraft’s Hobbs meter is inoperative, Hobbs time shall be assumed to equal 1.2 multiplied by the recorded tach time for that flight.

· Pilots who purchase Part 141 training courses are exempt from club dues (regularly $20/month) until the training course is completed.

· No guarantee is offered or implied regarding the ability of any student to pass any required FAA practical test or written test, or be endorsed for solo flight privileges, after the completion of the flight and ground training detailed in the training courses. Determination of any student’s readiness for an FAA practical or written test, or for solo flight privileges is solely at the discretion of the student’s flight instructor. In the event of a dispute, the Chief Flight Instructor’s decision is final.

· If additional training is necessary above and beyond the quoted course times, additional flight time may be purchased at the regular rental rate. 

· At all times, students must comply with all Federal Aviation Regulations, procedures detailed in the Airman’s Information Manual, California Airways Safety Standards and Practices, and California Airways Weather Minima. California Airways reserves the right to terminate the training of any student who intentionally or unintentionally violates any of these regulations and procedures. If there is a dispute, the decision of the Chief Flight Instructor will be final.

· California Airways, Inc. reserves the right to terminate any training course at any time for any reason. California Airways shall normally reserve such terminations only for gross misconduct or violations of Federal Aviation Regulations, California Airways Safety Standards and Practices, and California Airways weather minima. If California Airways terminates a student’s training program, the student will not be eligible for a refund in any manner, and all outstanding debts against California Airways will come due at the time of termination. In the event of a dispute, the decision of the Chief Flight Instructor shall be final.
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PART 141 TRAINING COURSE POLICIES

· The student may terminate his/her training program at any time, for any reason. If the student terminates his/her training program, the student will not be eligible for a refund of their flight training, or any money that is currently on account. All outstanding debts against California Airways will also come due at the time the student terminates their training. 

· All training programs must be completed within one (1) calendar year of the first training flight. If a student does not complete a training program within one calendar year, that student’s training will be terminated. No refund of any amount will be given.
